8. War Memorial:  a.Victor Brownlees has now taken charge of this issue.  To date no response however.  After the article in the paper a Mr Barker from Woodside phoned.  He was chair of the British Legion in the 1950s when they renovated the memorial and put the second world war names on it.
     b. various items reported to TWC.  1.  Japenese Knotweed on the riverbank near Reynolds Wharf.  The riverbank in this area belongs to IGMT.    
9. b. Clerk has received a complaint again about the closure of the permissive path through Reynolds Wharf.  Also about the Reynolds Wharf Residents are stopping residents of Coalport using the play equipment meant for the whole community .  Clerk has spoken to TWC enforcement officer.  There are no conditions in the planning consent to keep the path open or to prevent the existing residents only signs from being in place.  Mrs Watson plans to take  Telford and Wrekin to the ombudsman.
       The former Eustace Rogers home.  TWC Environmental Health Officer has been to look along the row of houses.  Because we did not give an address he did not know exactly which house but no houses in the row had rubbish in the garden.

d  Borough Councillor Lomax has received complaints about A boards in Ironbridge.  Before enforcement notices are issued TWC want to know what the parish council feel.  There are issues about viability of businesses without the A boards apparently in the current climate.

    e. The works that should have been completed have not been .  The right of way is not in a state for re opening.  Clerk has asked for dates for completion of works and re opening of paths.  Plus there are residents walking through growing crops where there at no rights of way.

12a. 2 for 1 scheme.  This scheme has now finished.  The extra leaf sweeps will still carry on from the existing budget.  The £3000 allocated for environmental schemes is still in the Parish Council budget.  The clerk has received requests for litter bins on the green area in front of Riverside Avenue Coalport and on the picnic area along The Lloyds.  These can be bought through from the £3000.00.  Telford and Wrekin Council will pay for installation the pc pay for the bin.
14. IRP:  The meeting was dominated by discussion about bids including one from the Small woods association for publicity work that is in fact being done by the IRP officer.  It was turned down.  There are moves to improve broadband and mobile signals in the Gorge.  Ken Toyn organiser of the WHS Festival came to update the meeting.  He is trying to include a project to put benches on the Wharfage.  Clerk did point out it was not possible.  But apparently it may be.  There was a big debate about who should represent the businesses in the gorge.  Playdell Smithyman would like to join IRP but the feeling of the meeting was it should be not an individual business but a representative of an organisation.  Louise Lomax is going to represent the partnership at the Regeneration Summit.  Finally Jonathan Lloyd gave a presentation on a LAWHF initiative an Olympiad Project.  The idea is to group together into the rings of the Olympics all the WHS sites in Great Brittan.  The idea is to celebrate the status of the sites in a joined up way in 2012.  The Parish Council should be invited to join in if the funding is found to support the project.  Clerk has a booklet.
