8.a. War Memorials.  Clerk has written to three companies regarding cleaning of Coalbrookdale and Three companies regarding the “g” on the Ironbridge one.  Clerk has also approached the War memorial trust and they are sending the relevant grant forms.  So far one quote has been returned for the cleaning of Coalbrookdale.  The clerk has asked other pcs how many are responsible for war memorials to date no one has replied either way.
 b. Issues responded to TWC: 

· Wooden Road.  Reported and more yellow marks have been added.

· Jiggers Bank to date no response

· Vegetation growing in gulleys on Jiggers Bank no response

· Street light works at the bottom of New Road.  Should have been completed on 12th July.

· Coalport Crater High Street.  Repaired.

· Footpath 75 has been resurfaced and is not totally accessible.  Off Darby Road

· Jackfield Bridge more works are to be carried out at the end of July.  40 boards have already been replaced a further 20 need to be replaced.

· Bus stop by Coalbrookdale and Ironbridge Community Centre.  The bus stop is of a standard design and therefore does not need planning permission.

· Collapsed wall on New Road.  A design is being finalised.  However construction costs will exceed available budget.  They engineers are trying to find extra funding.
· Doggy Doo in Coalbrookdale.  Dog warden has attended the area and planned to put up more little stickers.  He will monitor the situation.

· Water courses see pack

· Damaged concrete Jackfield.  The concrete was damaged before the truck went over it.  TWC have photos before and after the work.
· Collapsed Drain Ferry Road Jackfield.  The drain has now been located and a bollard put on it until the drains team have reviewed it.

·   Darby Road is not swept because it does not have a kerb and because of parked cars.  Keith Slater will review the state of the road.
c. Clerk has only received one response regarding the replacement of the tree on Cokehearth.  There has been a request for a double cherry or a hornbeam.  Councillor Bragg is doing some research into the best species for the site.
f.  IGMT are aware of the issues and are taking steps to ensure they can satisfy everyone’s needs both customers and residents.  They are confident this can be achieved.  Steve Miller wants to hear of any further problems as soon as possible after they happen.

g. Camper Vans.  The police are monitoring the streets for camper vans to date they have not found any parking overnight.

10j.  Ironbridge and Severn Gorge Lions. Have a long term project which is planning to plant blocks of spring bulbs around The Gorge.  Clerk has a copy of the plan.  The whole plan will cost £3000.00 in order for the next phase to happen they require £200.00.  There are two budget pots we could use for this request.  Either the grant pot or the projects pot. 

10l. The allotments association have asked if the parish council can buy some larger equipment for the association (containers for storage).  They have been advised by the national allotments association that it is possible in a situation like we plan to have.  Clerk has sought advice it is possible the goods would belong to the parish council.  The association can give a grant to the pc for the purchase.  Need pc to agree to go ahead.
12a. At the meeting held by The Regeneration Partnership a lady from Severnside reported the problems the residents have with dog  doo on the path to their homes.  The evidence from the dispensers purchased for the Lodge Field entrances show the dispensers are working.  The amount of mess being left is reducing and the dispensers are not being vandalised.   Su Faith a resident of Severnside has contacted the Parish Council since the meeting and is happy to have the dispenser attached to her fencing and will keep it full of bags.  She is already cleaning the path regularly to prevent residents walking dirt into their homes.  One dispenser will cost £
12c.  The Access to Nature scheme is back on track after a slight hic up with one element.  The materials are now being purchased for some of the projects.  Several projects in The Gorge are being supported.  The project is working with STROWP, Greenwood Centre and the Lodge Field group. 
12d.  The meeting was held in the Gorge Parish Council office.  Progress is being made on the list of outstanding applications for amendments to the definitive map.  The Community Payback scheme are doing a lot of work on paths particularly in The Gorge.  The STEP access to nature application  was not granted.  However the information gathered for the application is now being used to apply for a much smaller amount of money to enhance the work of STROWP from the Big Lottery.  As part of this application there is likely to be a bid for support for the walks festival.  A Copy of the officers report is in your pack.  Alec, STROWP officer has offered to attend a meeting to explain his work.  The budget for the next twelve months shows a small surplus.
