2.  The important archaeology on this site is still not being addressed.  There is important archaeology under the site.  The Parish
Council would like to see a management plan in place for the archaeology on the site.  From the information provided this does not 

appear to have been asked for by either the archaeologist from Shropshire County Council on behalf of Telford and Wrekin Council of English Heritage. Both seem to be leaving it to the other to protect this site.

3.  There are the remains of an ancient water wheel on the site.  Behind the proposed units 1-6.  The Parish Council want to see this wheel preserved and incorporated into the site. 

4.  Some of the dwellings still appear to be mimicking a warehouse.  This is not in keeping with this area of The Gorge.

5.  As part of the development The Parish Council would like double yellow lines  on both sides of Wellington Road to prevent traffic congestion.

2.  The Area is known for its land instability it is understood there is a Sand stone fissure on the site. 


3.  The site is in the Zone 4 of the instability study.( on the edge of zone3).  NO geological study was enclosed with the papers sent to

 the parish council.


4.  Access to Belle Vue Road appears to be possible on the drawings there is no access at present and there is no indication in the 

application that there are plans to open this end of the site up.

5.  The building is larger than anything else in that part of the Parish and will dominate the street scene from Belle Vie and will be 

clearly visible from the South side of the valley.  It will not add but detract from the WHS and Severn Gorge Conservation area.

6.  The Site levels plan is not the right way round the bungalow known as 49 Hodgebower has been situated at the bottom of the slope 

when it is in fact at the top.  The slop is not shown at the correct steepness the site is a very steep slope as shown in the emailed 

photographs.

7.  Neighbours have expressed real concern for their own properties if development is allowed on this site without monitoring and 

ground stability work.
